NEW WORK

PREPARATION

To ensure necessary surface preparation is correctly specified, the condition of the substrate MUST be established before work begins. Use of preservative pre-treatment on joinery in general should be considered (where applicable).

· Ensure surfaces are clean, dry and free from dust, dirt, wax, grease, exudates and extractives

To remove natural extractives and contaminants from prepared timber surfaces:

· Use a ‘sharp’ solvent # and clean cloth (#e.g. cellulose thinners or methylated spirits)

· Swab and scrub the surface, frequently changing cloth face to avoid recontamination

CAUTION: Wear suitable eye and hand protection

· Use of knotting solution under Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish is NOT recommended

In case of silicone contamination:

· A silicone remover* may be required

(*Contact specialist manufacturer for guidance, e.g. Penn-White on 01260 279635)

To prevent iron staining:

· Do NOT use wire wool for surface preparation

· Use non-ferrous fixings

If sharp arris edges on timber are present:

· ‘Pencil’-round edges to a radius of at least 3mm

For factory base stained or primed joinery:

· Ensure surfaces are in clean, sound condition prior to application of finishing coats.

· Make good any prepared bare areas with the appropriate coating material prior to finishing to achieve an overall colour prior to varnishing

Bare prepared timber surfaces:

To provide colour 1 coat of Ronseal Trade Excel 45 as a base stain

FOLLOWED WITH…

2 finishing coats of Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish

1 coat of Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish thinned with up to 10% (by volume) clean white spirit as an initial coat

FOLLOWED WITH…

2 finishing coats of Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish (unthinned)

MAINTENANCE
PREPARATION

The condition of the existing substrate and coating systems MUST be established before work begins. 
Remedial Work

Surface mould:

· If mould is present, establish cause/source

· Treat infected surfaces with an effective fungicide to eliminate all spores and prevent              re-infection

Decayed timber:

· Remove all visible signs of decay/fungal growth

· Cut back into at least 25mm of sound timber and fill with an appropriate interior grade stopper

· Ensure any replacement timber:

- is sound

- has sufficient natural    

  durability or 

- has been properly pre-treated 

   with a preservative

Previously Coated Surfaces

If coating is sound:

· Thoroughly wash with clean fresh water and nylon bristle brush AND/OR non-metallic abrasive pad

If peeling/flaking:

· Sand back coating to a natural joint to reveal clean, bright timber

· Repair minor surface damage with proprietary wood filler

· Sand smooth before applying first coat of Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish

SYSTEM SPECIFICATION

Previous coating in sound condition:

(Solus application)

1 or 2 coats of Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish (unthinned)

Previous coating in unsound condition:

(Solus application)

1 coat of Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish thinned with up to 10% (by volume) clean white spirit as an initial coat

FOLLOWED WITH…

2 finishing coats of Ronseal Trade Polyurethane Varnish (unthinned)

NOTE: Filled or eroded surfaces will exhibit variations in both absorbency and colour, particularly between the horizontal and vertical faces. Where there is a requirement to even up the colour apply 1 coat of Ronseal Trade EXCEL 45.


APPLICATION
METHOD

· Stir thoroughly before and during use 

· Thin first coat with up to 10% by volume clean white spirit to improve absorption
· For best results, apply by brush

(Recommendation: a good quality synthetic, solid round tapered (SRT) filament brush or a good quality bristle brush)

· Apply a full, flowing even coat along the direction of the grain

· DO NOT BRUISH OUT 

· Also applicable by roller

(Recommendation: good quality medium pile roller – 7” or 9” dependent on size of work area)

or conventional spray
(Recommendation: 1.5mm nozzle with 3 to 4 bar pressure)

· Lightly de-nib between coats with fine-grade abrasive
(Recommendation: Scotch-BriteTM 7415 Hand Pad)
CAUTION: Be careful NOT to sand back to bare timber

Check thickness with a wet film gauge immediately after application.
